Project aims and achievements


We meet every Thursday morning with Craig to work on our animation film. 


So far we have designed a storyboard and written a script for the film. 


We are planning to tell the story of Anna trying to find a job and all the challenges she faces. 


Then we want to show how those challenges could be overcome if she had the help and support she needed. 


We are using model making and stop start animation to make our film and after Christmas we are going to start using a green screen so that the real Anna can be in the film with our models. 





What we want to achieve


	We want employers and business to think about how they could make their places of work more accessible for people with a learning disability. 


	We want people to realise how much young people with a learning disability have to add to the world of work. 


	We want more young people with learning disabilities to find meaningful jobs in the future.
