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Presented by Dada-South, in partnership with Artpoint, Go Public is a bespoke public realm programme committed to commissioning and profiling the work of disabled and Deaf artists in the South East. 


Go Public consisted of an open submission process, the development of three public realm projects led by three disabled and Deaf artists, the investment of professional development bursaries for four disabled/Deaf artists and the staging of a development seminar profiling and debating disability and the public realm.





Project aims and achievements


	Increased opportunities for disabled/Deaf artists to develop concepts and create new work within the public realm.
